As we study balls, we will be learning many
important concepts and skills in literacy, math,
science, social studies, the arts, and technology.
We’ll also be using thinking skills to investigate,
solve problems, and make predictions.

What You Can Do at Home
Play with balls of all shapes, types, and
sizes: playground balls, tennis balls, ping-pong balls,

koosh balls, volleyballs, baseballs, footballs, marbles.

Talk about what the balls are made of, if they are
heavy or light, or if they are big or little.

Wonder aloud with your child to encourage
his or her thinking about balls. 7 wonder what'’s
inside of a tennis ball. I wonder how far you can
throw a foil ball, a beach ball, or a tennis ball.

How can we find out?

Help your child use all of the senses when
playing with balls. What does it look like? Feel like?
Sound like? Smell like?

See how many types of balls you can find
around the house and in your neighborhood.
While riding in the car, bus or train, play a game.
Think of all the words that contain the word ball in
them. Look for examples of balls around you.

At the end of our study, we’ll have a special
event where the children will spend the day playing
different indoor/outdoor ball games. We will also
have a sport theme moon bounce, games to celebrate
the study completion.

Water Pipes

Children have a lot of curiosity about where
water goes and comes out of various kinds of pipes.
When they see water fountains, spigots, faucets,
draining pipes, garden hoses, culverts, tub drains,
gutters, downspouts and sorts of nozzles, they peer
inside, touch the water, turn the water on and off,
poke fingers into holes, try to block the water flow,
and ask questions. We’ve decided to study water
pipes during the summer

As we study water pipes, we are going to
have hands on fun activities to help us learn concepts
in science, social studies and technology. We will
use skills in literacy, math, and the arts. We’ll also
be developing thinking and language skills as we
observe, play, investigate, make connections, ask




questions, solve problems, organize information and
draw conclusions.

At the end of the study, we shall have a blast
of water fun with water slides and water fun activities
to celebrate our learning.

Visual Arts

Art is an important part of our curriculum.
Every day, children find a variety of art materials
available on our shelves. Drawing, painting, cutting,
pasting, and playing with playdough are not only
enjoyable but also provide important opportunities
for learning. Children express original ideas and
feelings, improve their coordination, develop small
muscle skills, learn to recognize colors and textures,
and develop creativity and pride in their
accomplishments by exploring and using art
materials.

The visual arts study will focus on what children
are doing - not on what their finished art work looks
like. When children are engaged in art activities,
we’ll ask questions that encourage critical thinking
and personal expression. For example, we might say:

e "Tell me about your picture" instead of "What
did you make?"

e "It looks like the playdough is sticking to your
fingers. What could we do to make it less
sticky?" instead of "You're not having much
success with the playdough.”

e "what were you feeling when you drew this
painting"

What You Can Do at Home
Art is a very easy way to bring your child's

school life into your home. Here are some things you
might wish to try:

e Designate a drawer in the kitchen or living room
as an art drawer, or use a bookshelf or sturdy
cardboard box. In this space include crayons,
marking pens, paper, a pair of scissors, and a
separate box for collage materials.

o Let your child know where art materials can be
used - at the kitchen table, at a small child-sized
table, on the kitchen floor, or outside. Some of
the most enjoyable art materials are a bit messy
and you want to be sure that the space you
choose is one that can be cleaned easily.

e Encourage your child to take out the art materials
and use them independently at any time.

e Find places to display your child's art - on the
refrigerator, on a wall in the child's room, or in a
hallway. Displaying children’s art lets them
know you think it's important and attractive.

We will wrap our theme with a trip to
Brookside Nature Center where we will do nature
observation then one of the art teachers there will
help each child paint what they observed on canvas.
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
